April 7 is a special day for both King of Glory and Messiah. We will be having a joint 

Early Communion class to “instruct young persons in the sacraments”, as our Augsburg 

confession states. Parents and grandparents are encouraged to attend along with their 

young one. We could use one or two folks to talk briefly about why communion is 

important to them. Books for parents and children will be available beginning on March 

31. As many as eight young people have expressed interest in the class. King of Glory 

will be hosting the event, as well as the pizza party afterward.  

Maundy Thursday and Good Friday services (April 18 and 19) will be hosted by King of 

Glory at 7:00 p.m.  

Special services have been put together and Messiah’s choir will be assisting with the 

Tenebrae service on Good Friday. Now you ask what “Maundy” means – it is from the 

Latin word “maundeum”, which means “to serve”. On this day our Lord washed the 

Apostles’ feet and reminded all that those who would be great in the kingdom of God 

must serve. Also, “Tenebrae”, Latin for “shadows”: the shadow of the cross, the shadow 

of the evil of humans, and the darkness of the grave, all loom larger and larger.  

Hope to see you all there. Easter will complete the overwhelming of those shadows by 

the light of Christ!
